General Recommendations:

1. The 6 year course sequence needs to be updated regularly.  It is currently out of date and full of typos.  We need an efficient way of keeping it current.

Course Recommendations:

Written Communication Skills:

· Remove ENGL 105 Critical Reading and Thinking (not taught on any campus)

· All other ENGL GERs are taught regularly on all 3 campuses.  No changes.

Oral Communication Skills:

· COMM241 offer every other year local in JNU; Sitka offers distance
· COMM235-KTN Distance starting F07

Humanities:

· Delete: ART 100, MUS 100, THR 100 (Education no longer includes them and no other department uses them.)
· KTN is offering PHIL 201 (Fall) and 301 (SPRG) distance next academic year

Social Sciences:

· GOVT 251 has been eliminated by the department.  ECON 100 Introduction to Economics should be added as it passed through the curriculum committee.
· Current offerings of Social Science GERs by distance is fine.

· All GER courses are offered in Juneau except GEOG 101.  All GER courses are offered by distance except ECON 101 and GOVT 230.

Mathematics:

All 3 math GERs are offered regularly on campus and distance.  No recommendations.
Natural Sciences: 
· GEOG 205 and PHYS 209 have not been offered at UAS in the last 5 years so we recommend that they be deleted from the catalog.

· Distance offerings consist of BIOL 103, BIOL 111, BIOL 112, PHYS 102 for lab sciences and ANTH 205, ASTR 225, OCN 101 for non lab sciences.  This is sufficient for the distance degrees.
· No addition distance courses should be offered without department approval.
