Year End Report

Items under consideration this year and actions taken:

1. School of Education certificate programs approved.  Some SOE students want an endorsement on their teaching license, or a teaching license without the masters degree available associated with it.  In other words they stop short of three or four more courses that would give them the masters degree.  These people have not been recognized by the university system as program students.  Establishing a certificate program within the masters program allows the SOE to count these students in terms of the statistical systems, and allows the students to feel they have completed a university program.  Certificates were approved in:

a. Reading

b. Math

c. Elementary Education

d. Technology

e. Early Childhood

2. Reinstatement of Early Childhood Credential and MAT program.  

a. Previously suspended.  Faculty and perspective have changed.  Reinstatement approved.

3. Changes in SOE Admissions requirements approved:

a. From three to two letters of reference

b. Eliminate academic writing from writing assessment.  Required would only be the impromptu and the statement of objectives.

4.  Prerequisites for courses.  New system will require more accurate designation of prerequisites.  

5.  Admission Requirements and criteria for acceptance.  

Requested by Provost Stell, there was discussion on general graduate admission requirements.  Three categories were agreed upon for various elements of admissions:  1) Professional Background/Potential, 2) Academic Background/Potential, and 3) Contributions to Cohort.  The third category would include dispositions and cohort richness and fit.
