Curriculum Guide issues to consider:
1) Which proposals need Senate approval first before consideration by a Curriculum Committee?  The status of new degrees - Occupational Endorsements, Workforce Credentials, and Post-Baccalaureate Certificates – has not been established. 

a) Do Category A criteria adequately describe proposals that deserve Senate 
consideration and ‘approval in principle’ before a Curriculum Committee 
considers them?


b) Do Category B criteria adequately describe proposals that can be submitted 
directly to the 
Curriculum Committee for their scrutiny and amendment before 
receiving final Senate approval?

2) Category C

Some changes are submitted to the Curriculum Committee on policy change forms even though they actually involve minor changes to the catalog that don’t deserve to take up committee time and can be dealt with by the Registrar.
