I think I misplaced the neat form... But I did get some feedback and here is the latest report on this committee: 

As a result of our meetings, we can report the following: 
1) Faculty interested in using more used texts (lower costs) in their courses can contact Sara Hagen in the bookstore about the feasibility and possibilities available; some faculty have already done this for intro and core courses. Let your departments know. 

(2) We recommend  wrapping up the ad-hoc bookstore committee at this time due to two uncertainties. 
One, the bookstore is likely moving to the Gitkov building (this was the old SAC by the Thai restaurant) once it is remodeled. If enough space is allocated, the bookstore may be able to store used texts. 

Two the relevant administrator in charge of the bookstore policy died last year, and though the position has been advertised, we are uncertain of the status of the hiring committee. Therefore, we have no idea whether the new business manager will be as interested in used texts as the previous manager. 

 We would recommend ending this committee now and possibly regrouping in the future if the new bookstore facility has adequate space for storage and the administrator with purview over the bookstore has an interest in using the committee to get input on devising new methods for offering used/low cost texts.
