4.4. Status of UAS Dean Positions: Offers have been made for Dean of Education (accepted – Debbie Lo) and for Dean of Arts and Sciences (under consideration – Richard Boone).  For Dean of Professional and Technical Studies, the committee is still interviewing candidates.  On Wednesday and Thursday of next week, there will be a candidate on campus.  If this final candidate doesn’t work out, there is the possibility of going to an interim solution for the next academic year and continuing the search.

5. Old Business

5.1  Double Majors----Brian Blitz (Portfolio Documents) ----Passed unanimously.
5.2  Certificate in Pre-Engineering (Portfolio Documents)----Passed unanimously.
5.3  Leadership and Civic Engagement Minor----Vote to untable issue 8-3 in favor of untabling the minor.  Other discussion:  There is some concern about moving forward with the large number of unknowns.  Senate has unanswered questions.  Motion to move minor to Curriculum Committee died for lack of second.  Faculty Senate will request Jonathan Anderson, Kathy DiLorenzo, Robin Walz and Rick Caulfield to clarify issues in early fall semester.
6 New Business

6.1 Research Committee---Sanjay Pyare (Portfolio Documents)----Informational items.  Committee needs clarified charge and membership.  Sanjay presented a draft proposal to centralize “all things research – specifically undergraduate research” in a named office/center/program for “excellence in undergraduate research” under the Provost’s Office.  The issues of faculty research and student research seem to be getting confused.  Perhaps these two issues should not be combined.  On the other hand, having research align more closely with academics and teaching enhances both research capabilities and student learning.  Schools of Education and Management object to the specification of undergraduate research.  Perhaps we can utilize a more inclusive or creative adjective that will still further the political objective. President Tamone will formally dispense a charge to the committee.
6.2 Faculty Student Study Group---Tarlow (Portfolio Documents)---This idea emerged from discussions about developing a group to discuss teaching and learning issues, in general, and specifically teaching and learning techniques targeted for specific student populations.   Mission is to educate both faculty and students on relative perspectives of learning.   The group will be formed by invitation.  Is Faculty Senate interested in pursuing this and related issues (like Faculty Development)?   Individuals will contact Mary Claire.  The general issue of Faculty Development will appear on an upcoming Faculty Senate Agenda.
6.3 Faculty Senate President Elect Process----Thomas----There are two issues: anonymity and one vote per person.  Should Faculty Senate conduct its own elections?  Motion:  Request from Administration a $5000 budget and a dedicated space for files, etc...  Passed.  President Tamone will negotiate such with administration over the summer.
