5.2. Food Service Committee
Coffee has been added to this committee and the name has changed from Vending Machine Committee. Rita reported that a notice has been placed on the vending machines to attract students into the committee. It was discussed and the committee will try to meet Thursdays @ 5 p.m. Justin noted how he had counted twenty seconds for change to drop in the machine. It was discussed that there should be a change timer that can be adjusted, and the next time Northern Sales comes to fill it the timer should be changed. Marie mentioned that a student had asked about dry food such as instant noodles, oatmeal, and canned food. Rita has a manual with all the items that can be placed in the machine from Northern Sales and will show it at the committee meeting. 
5.3. Discount Program Committee
Sherity is having trouble getting students to commit to the committee. She also has approached Madison with a discount and is waiting for a decision. Roberta also mentioned that she made a sign which she will be posting soon.
5.4. Transportation Committee
Both Marie and Roberta have talked to Tekla about the transportation between campuses. Marie found out that only students who have classes placed ten minutes apart between the campuses qualify for the service, and that it was just a provision because of the renovation of the Ziegler Building. Roberta found out that because of rising gas prices the university has decided not to make the van a constant shuttle like originally intended, but that a certain number of students must need to use the van all at once for it to make a trip. There was discouraging remarks about the need for transportation and Justin and Sherity informed everyone how other universities don’t provide a shuttle service either, but that it is a courtesy according to Justin, and that often the teachers were informed to give leniency to those who may be late due to the travel between campuses, according to Sherity. The committee needs to get more information to try and pass on to students, and also try to get faculty involved to a meeting. Carpooling was suggested.
