3. COMMENTS
3.1. Student Comments
Marie Zellmer- There is an issue that was created when Marie posted a sign on a table that offended a faculty member. The faculty member went to Karen Pitcher and any postings from student government regarding cleaning are currently being refused. Marie accepted responsibility, apologized to student government, and declared that she intends to resolve this problem as a student. From discussions about this issue it has been decided that Rita will e-mail Karen and invite her to a meeting where issues can be discussed about this topic as well as the future move. It is understood from discussions that there are questions about misunderstandings about cleaning responsibilities, posting policies, and on what documents student government puts its name. Priscilla suggested that if needed perhaps student government can get funding to pay someone to clean the coffee areas on a regular basis. It was also mentioned by Gail that in the past there was a vending machine for coffee and soup but that it was not successful and often the food inside would go bad.
4. MINUTES/FINANCES
