5. CONTINUING BUSINESS
5.1. Posting Policy

5.2. Student Fees for Campus

Discussion: Justin argued that students should pay student government fees to the campus that they physically attend and not to the campuses that the student is taking classes from. Sherity brought up the issue of students that don’t attend at a campus but call from home. This issue also includes the topic of who can be an officer in SG when classes are not taken at the campus physically attended. 
6. NEW BUSNESS
6.1. ​​​​​Parking at Robertson Building
Issues over the parking availability at the Robertson building were discussed. One idea is having students put a sticker on their car and anyone without a sticker gets boots instead of being towed. Priscilla suggested giving KFMJ a courtesy call and Cathy agreed to go talk to them personally. 
6.2. Caucus or Website for SG
It was suggested that a caucus site for Student Government would help with information passing of line item topics like the finals feast and the scholarship. Justin suggested that it could allow for continuous discussions from year to year, as an archive. Cathy suggested that a website might be more simple since it is database driven and could be used to help archive SG information. Also she mentioned that because Caucus is being replaced at the statewide level with a universal system it may not be the practical long term solution.

Because of this the student code of conduct is going to be more enforced in the future.
