6. CONTINUING BUSINESS
6.1
Vending Machines

Gail stated how there are two vending machines, one is owned by the University but it is not in use right now because of the remodel. In the past the SG took care of the unit (ordering supplies, stocking machine, caring for revenue). If a vendor fills the machine then only 20% of revenue is received. There are issues with Northern Sales the current vendor, and Gail suggested either getting a new vendor, or arguing with NS for better service. Hot food was mentioned by Rita, but the upkeep is greater (costs, supplies, expiration dates, etc.) Justin stated how food at the campus has been an issue for a decade in his experience, and it continues to be brought up. Rita mentioned a cold vending machine, like at the schools. Sherity suggested better products for our vending machines for those who are health conscious. Gail suggested trying to get more control over the stock, stocking, prices, etc. 

Out of Order Item- Sherity noted that Marie was not yet Clerk. Gail told how the SBG paid for four hours per week for the Student Clerk because the position is filled by a student worker who also has other responsibilities. Gail stated if she does not utilize al the Student Clerks other hours, then SBG may be able to use the Student Clerk for hours for SBG purposes.

6.2      Coalition Update
Rita attended event and “had fun”. She kept in contact with Sherity on all major events and details. The coalition adopted its summer minutes and wishes to make clear its concern for the individual university campuses. Even though it works with statewide issues the Ketchikan campus does have the right to bring up local issues with the coalition. Pat Ivy is in charge of student concerns, and Pat Pittany is also in charge of accounting and budget information, Joe Blanchard is the Student Body President for the Juneau Campus. Rita told of how the 10% tuition increase was passed for 2006, but the 7% increase planned for 2007 was removed. Ideas were suggested to increase the awareness of legislators to get more funding for the campus. Rita noted that some things were good to get attention, like the backing of voters, self raising of funds, and the upcoming election year.  In the past a Puzzle Piece for each campus was signed, Justin told how different colored cards were used to represent the campuses as well as legislative trading cards. Rita then told how President Hamilton is asking for $47 million, $37 million to go to retirement, etc. but we need to look into the situation more to understand better.
