4.2. Finances
Marie reported that the finances have been updated, but are not complete. The money spent on the Finals Feast has been recorded but there is a discrepancy in the official sub ledger from the university that needs to be addressed. Also a purchase order is in process for the purchase of a new card laminating machine because the last one is fried. Vending revenue from Northern sales was reported to be at $856. 6. CONTINUING BUSINESS
6.1. Presidency
With the resignation of Rita Flagg as President, Sherity has been appointed in the position. Mark Rider expressed interest in the position of Vice-President. Marie suggested waiting until the next meeting for assignment, since she has posted that the position needs to be filled, and there will be staff present during the next meeting. Marie will add to the current sign information for those who want to join Student Government.
6.2. Charter Changes
a. Scholarship – The proposed changes in the charter, to allow the Student Government to decide who gets the scholarship are not feasible at this time, and many current members expressed that they feel the charter should remain the same for now.
b. Membership – The proposed changes in the charter, to allow students who are taking classes from the University of Alaska system to be allowed to be a part of Student Government as long as they maintain the current standards and use the UAS Ketchikan campus as their main campus, is still a change that the current members would like to change by the end of the semester. Marie expressed the need for this change because of the greater number of distance courses being offered, and greater number of distance students.

Marie reported that the welcome back feast went very well. There was more then enough pizza for everyone and that the pizza from Godfathers was good. The timing of the feast was good and there were a lot of students who were fed between 2:30 and 4:30. Also clean up was easy and there was no leftover pizza, though the leftover juice was left at the Robertson building for students. Marie took the empty pitchers home to wash and will return them later. 
7. NEW BUSNESS
7.1. Old Computer Rumor
Sherity addressed a rumor she heard about the University throwing away old computers. Mike Doyle stopped and explained that any equipment that is part of the Government must be one of three things when retired. 1. Destroyed  2. Sold at a state auction  3. Donated to a nonprofit organization that is a government entity with about 8 months of paperwork to go through. It was suggested that the old computers could be loaned or checked out to students, but Mike explained that there are very few programs that could be used off campus for loaned computers, and that the computers are very old and slow. If the policy on what happens to equipment owned by the government wanted to be addressed, and possibly changed legislators, would have to be contacted. Though Mike explained that the policy is an all encompassing, and general policy that is practiced in many states.
