3.2. Finances
Marie reported mostly good news on the finances. The tuition revenue is $5,051, which is barely less then the estimated revenue of $5,500, and the vending revenue its $1,007, which is barely half of the estimated $2,500. The fall welcome back feast cost is unknown at this point, though listed on the budget as an estimate. Sherity and Rita confirmed that they turned in the receipts and a purchase order was made, but because Judi in purchasing has just returned she may not have gotten to it yet. The spring welcome back feast cost only $160.60, which is much less then the estimated $500 needed. Miscellaneous costs have increased to $188 because of the purchase of a new card laminator for student ID’s. Our under budget amount is half of what it was at the start of the academic year.
