I. Call to order

c) The student council discussed charity drive events for the upcoming holidays. The council would like to sponsor a food drive for Thanksgiving and a toy drive for Christmas. It was decided that VP Hannah, being a lifelong resident of Ketchikan, was the perfect candidate to take the lead position for these two charity events. VP Hannah will gather the information about several local charities and will report her findings to the council for a discussion and vote at the next scheduled meeting.  
d) Regular housekeeping duties were discussed and assigned. President Andrea will conduct weekly inventory of coffee and office supplies. Student Clerk, Jaime will email a copy the rough draft secretary’s meeting minutes to each of the student council members by the following Monday of each week. The council will then email Jaime any changes to the minutes no later than Wednesday 10 AM. The council will then approve the minutes at the regular scheduled meetings on Thursday weekly. President Andrea will email a rough draft meeting agenda to the council by Tuesday weekly. Additions or changes to the agenda must be received via email no later than Wednesday noon weekly. 
e) Student council members are to have their photo taken and provide the student clerk a short biography including preferred email address for the creation of a contact page that will be posted in hardcopy in the student lounge and the student government online website.
