e) It was voted upon that the council would schedule an interview with a candidate for the student clerk position. Vice-President Hannah will contact candidate and schedule this interview.

f) The council unanimously agreed to open the spring 2009 McAuliffe scholarship for $500. 

g) The council unanimously agreed to hold regular scheduled meetings in the student lounge every Thursday from 11:00 am – noon. Student participation is encouraged.

h) The council asked Gail to provide us with options for healthier vending machine items as requested by students. Gail will contact the vending company for a list of possible options.

i) The council unanimously agreed to launch a Halloween Blood Drive. President Andrea will oversee the details of this event and report findings to the council at the meeting scheduled next week Thursday, Oct 9.
