Meeting Minutes

I. Call to order

Andrea DiLenge, President, called to order the regular meeting of the USUAS-KC Student Government at 12:30PM on Tuesday, January 13, 2009 in the Student Lounge.

II. Roll call

Andrea DiLenge conducted a roll call. The following persons were present: Andrea DiLenge, President; Hannah Martin, Vice-President; Brooke Keith, Student Representative.

Also attending: Gail Klein, Student Advisor; Clare Bennett, Faculty Advisor; and Wendy Gierard, Assistant Director of Workforce Development. 

III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
There were no open meeting minutes to be approved.
IV. Open Issues

a) Student Government asked Student Advisor Gail Klein if the committees that the council has agreed to attend have been formed. Advisor Gail replied that to date the committees have not been setup but that she would discuss this issue with the Campus Director.

b) Student Government requested information from Advisor Gail Klein about the new digital camera that was ordered this summer, which has not been received to date. Gail sent an e-mail to Judi (Purchasing) regarding the camera and she will share the information with Student Government upon its arrival.

c)  Unresolved student comments: healthy vending machine options; broken vending machines; broken headsets in the computer lab; extended computer lab hours (until 8:00pm on Fridays). Student advisor Gail Klein responded that the headphones are in the process of being fixed; Student Government needs to show a real demand for the extended Friday hours as it is costly to keep the computer lab opened and monitored. 

d) Mike Funk requested that the council consider replacing the current commercial coffee maker with a domestic model that has an auto off feature. The council’s only concern was that the commercial model has two burners that allow for both coffee and hot water. The council will consider his request and vote on this issue next semester.

V. New business 
a) Wendy Gierard the Assistant Director of Workforce Development spoke to the Student Council about the upcoming St. Jude’s Hospital Fundraiser.  The fundraiser is sponsored by our local KTKN radio station on February 5th and 6th.  They are looking for volunteers to answer the phones and take donations.  Andrea will contact Zac from KTKN at 225-2193 to find out the specific hours that are needed by the volunteers.  Upon receiving the hours, Student Council will solicit students as needed to fill the time slots.  Gail will be sending an e-mail to the faculty looking for members to join as well, if they are interested Andrea is the point of contact.

Vice President Hannah will make a flyer for the event and e-mail it to Advisor Clare Bennett who will then put out an e-mail to all faculty and staff members.  The e-mail will encourage faculty and staff to sign up at the front desk to contribute a dish for the feast and to stay and visit with the students.  The final cut off date for the sign up sheet will be Friday at 2:00PM so that President Andrea DiLenge can formulate a list of items needed before the feast.  

e) MISC. COMMENTS:  President Andrea DiLenge informed the council that the Pepsi machine that distributes the cans did not bring in any revenue for the month of November.  President DiLenge will be investigating further to see if this is a reoccurring trend.  Student Government unanimously agreed for Advisor Gail Klein to re-open the Krista McAuliffe Scholarship for the fall 2009 semester.  Gail Klein will also be contacting the Campus Director Cathy LeCompte about attending next weeks Student Council meeting to assist with goal setting for the upcoming semester.
